Welfare system set for overhaul  
Plans to reform the benefits system were published by the Department for Work and Pensions at the end of July.  
The aim of the proposals is to help people move into work by letting them keep more of their earnings. This would 

make sure that the advantages of work are clear and easy to understand.  

There would be a major reform of the range of credits and benefits available, and how help from these will reduce 
bit by bit as people start and progress in their work.  

People would be encouraged to get a job as they would not lose benefit until their earnings reached a certain level. 
Over this level benefits would gradually reduce as their earnings increased. The consultation on the proposed 

changes runs until 1st October 2010 .

Understanding power to achieve social change  

A new publication from NCVO aims to help voluntary organisations think strategically about how to bring about so-

cial change in their communities.

services and advice to communities.  
 

Taskforce to tackle voluntary sector red tape  
A "red-tape taskforce to flush out burdens on the voluntary sector" has been announced by the 
government.  
The Big Society De-regulation Taskforce will connect with other government initiatives, such as 
the review of the vetting and barring scheme, but will decide for itself which areas to focus on. A 
suggested list includes responsibilities of trustees and directors, employment law and contractual 
arrangements in providing public services.  
The taskforce is due to report to ministers in early 2011.
